In The Beginning
David Goldberg, a prominent labor attorney founded G&C in 1955. He began his law career as an attorney for the New York State Labor Relations Board, which he joined before World War II and continued there upon his return from overseas duty for the next ten years until he formed G&C.  His passion for labor law stemmed from his work as a teenager for a local jam factory during the depression in the 1930’s. He quickly recognized the need for basic employee protections and fair wage policies.  As a result he helped organize one of the first locals of the Bakery and Confectioners Workers Union and served as its first president. He continued in this role while he worked his way through college and law school, both at St. Johns University. When Mr. Goldberg started the firm he focused on the labor and health care industries and the firm represented Fortune 500 clients such as Nikon Camera, True Craft Tools, Hewlett Packard and Quality Care.
 In addition when David’s son, Henry Goldberg, joined the firm in 1975 he further developed the firm’s labor and healthcare practices while teaching labor law as an Instructor at Cornell University’s School of Industry and Labor Relations and as an Adjunct Professor at New York Institute of Technology’s Center of Industrial & Labor Relations.

Mr. Drexler remains Of Counsel to the firm to this day.
